Assessment Policy

House Exams

All students (with the exception of Transition Years) sit Christmas exams in the two week period leading up to the 8th December.  In Junior Cycle, students sit their Christmas tests in subjects in the Option blocks prior to this two week period.  Reports containing results and relevant teacher comments will be posted home prior to the Christmas holidays.  A progress report will also be sent home for Transition Year students. 
All students (with the exception of Transition Years) sit Summer exams in the week before the Summer holidays.  In Junior Cycle, students sit their Summer tests in subjects in the Option blocks prior to this week.  Reports containing results and relevant teacher comments will be posted home in mid June.  A progress report will also be sent home for Transition Year students. 

Mock exams for third year and sixth year students take place in the two week period before the February mid-term break.  Reports containing results and relevant teacher comments will be posted home after the mid-term break.
Common Assessment 
There will be common assessment of all core subjects at Christmas and Summer of first year.  There will be common assessment of all subjects with the exception of Irish and French at Christmas of second year.  
Subject Levels

At the beginning of second year, students will be divided into higher level and ordinary level Irish and French classes based on exam results during first year.  At Christmas of second year, students will be divided into higher level and ordinary level Maths classes based on previous results.  Subject levels for all other classes will be decided during third year.  Parents will be advised of all divisions related to subject levels and may seek a meeting with the subject teacher to discuss divisions if they so wish.
At Leaving Cert level, students will be divided into higher level and ordinary level classes in Irish, English, Maths and French at the beginning of fifth year.  Divisions will be based on levels taken at Junior Cert and previous results.  Classes will be divided up following consultations between the subject teacher and the Career Guidance teacher.  Subject levels for all other classes will be decided during sixth year.  Parents will be advised of all divisions related to subject levels and may seek a meeting with the subject teacher to discuss divisions if they so wish.

Regular Assessment

It is school policy that students are tested in all subject areas regularly (e.g. weekly, monthly or at the end of a chapter/section as appropriate to individual subjects).  Once corrected, the test result or test papers will be sent home to parents/guardians to sign and return to the school.
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
